8. 2008 Financial Audit

The 2008 Financial Audit was conducted by Maze & Associates. Ms.
Amy Meyer was present to discuss the results of the audit. She said that,
as of June 30, 2008, assets totaled $93.3 million. This was an increase of
$13.7 million from the prior year. Liabilities totaled $52.6 million. This
was an increase of $8.9 million from the prior year. A redistribution of
funds, in the amount of $5.7 million, had been made to the members. This
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10.

was a decrease of $364,000 from the prior year. CJPRMA had net assets
of $40.7 million. This was an increase of $4.74 million from the prior
year.

Ms. Meyer issued a report containing recommendations for improving the
timeliness of bank reconciliations and reviewing journal entries.

A motion by Director Maurer, seconded by Director Carroll, to approve
the 2008 Financial Audit, passed unanimously.

Report from Investment Manager and Annual Approval of
Investment Policy

Marty Cassell, of Chandler Asset Management, was present to discuss the
CJPRMA investment portfolio and investment strategy. He also
commented on specific economic factors that have had a direct impact on
the rates of return.

A motion by Director Blanquie, seconded by Director Giles, to approve
the report from the Investment Manager, passed unanimously.

A motion by Director Maurer, seconded by Director Millard, to approve
the CJPRMA Investment Policy, passed unanimously.

2008 Actuarial Study

ARM Tech conducted the 2008 Actuarial Study. Mr. Mujtaba Datoo was
present to discuss the results of the study, including the proposed rates for
2009/2010 and a redistribution plan.

Mr. Datoo gave a thorough explanation of the methodology used to
complete the actuarial study and determine the proposed rates for the
coming year.

A motion by Director Blanquie, seconded by Director Hamilton, to
approve the 2008 actuarial study, passed unanimously.

A motion by Director Coulter, seconded by Director Maurer, to approve
the proposed rate of .781/$100 of payroll for 2009/2010, passed
unanimously.

A motion by Director Hamilton, seconded by Director Giles, to approve
the proposed redistribution of approximately $6.6 million, passed
unanimously.

The General Manger said that a detailed plan of the proposed
redistribution and the estimated premiums for each member would be
provided at the December Meeting.

Coverage Issue from City of Santa Rosa

The General Manager asked that the issue of the City’s request to include
office expenses, salaries of employees or officials, or expenses of a
covered party within the definition of defense costs be referred back to the
Staff for further study.

The General Manager said that Staff would bring the matter back for
further discussion at the February Board meeting.

Update on the Strategic Plan

The Risk Manager provided the Board with an update on the Strategic
Planning meeting. He said that the Executive Committee meeting
scheduled for November would be held on the 4™ due to the fact that the
consultant, Barry Newton, being brought in to discuss the evaluation
process for the General Manger was only available on that day.

The Risk Manager went on to discuss the next steps in the Strategic
Planning process including an update from the ad hoc committees that
were established by President Henderson at Board of Director’s meeting
of September 15" and 16", 2008. The ad hoc committees will be
presenting their findings at the Executive Committee meeting in
November. A revised mission statement, a vision and goals and objectives
will be provided to the Board at the December meeting.

Risk Management Issues

The Risk Manager told the Board about the New Board Member
Orientation program that will take place on October 28", 2008.

He also stated that “Contracts as a Tool in Managing Risks” training will
be held on November 19" and 20™, 2008.
